Despite its eye-catching blue sign and bright red front door, this upstairs brewpub still feels like a secret spot. The dimly lit, narrow stairway delivers after-work patrons into the middle of a lively tavern scene.

The Food
Nodding Head's homemade brews make beer-lovers swoon: clean-finishing Session, ale infused with lemongrass and ginger, smooth, potent barley wine, malt-like grog. The alcohol-absorbing fare ain't bad, either. Start with a steaming pot of mussels--catch cumin-spiced Moroccan style if you can--with a basket of tiny brown fries. (Don't settle for fried poppers or onion rings). Best bet for entrees: grilled salmon with lime butter, hearty vegan polenta with flavorful tomato sauce--both around $10 each. Even better are the sandwiches: a thick French dip, heavily-topped burgers or homemade chicken, spinach and feta sausage
